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Why "Same-Day" notification matters 
At CTK, student safety is our number one priority. The "Same-Day Notification" policy is a
Victorian legal requirement for all schools. It’s designed to prevent situations where a parent
thinks their child is at school, and the school thinks the child is at home. By staying in touch,
we can all make sure our students are accounted for and safe every day. 
 
Như quý vị đã biết, Trường Tiểu học Christ the King (CTK) trực thuộc sự
quản lý của Sở Giáo dục Công giáo Tổng giáo phận Melbourne (MACS).
MACS gần đây đã cập nhật Chính sách Điểm danh học sinh. 

Khi nào nhà trường điểm danh? 
Nhà trường tiến hành điểm danh 2 lần/ngày (sáng và chiều) để quản lý và bảo đảm an toàn
cho học sinh. Điều này giúp nhà trường biết rõ vị trí của từng học sinh và đảm bảo tất cả 
các em đều an toàn. 

Nếu con vắng mặt trước 9:30 sáng mà chưa có lý do, nhà trường sẽ gửi tin nhắn SMS kiểm
tra. Quý phụ huynh vui lòng phản hồi ngay qua điện thoại hoặc ứng dụng Compass để xác
nhận con được an toàn. 
Vì sao thông báo "Ngay trong ngày" lại quan trọng? 
Tại Trường Tiểu học Christ the King, sự an toàncủahọc sinh là ưu tiên hàng đầu. Theo quy
định pháp lý của bang Victoria, chính sách "Thông báo Ngay trong ngày" giúp nhà trường và
gia đình luôn phối hợp liên lạc, tránh việc hiểu lầm trường hợp phụ huynh nghĩ rằng con 
đang ở trường, trong khi nhà trường lại nghĩ rằng học sinh đang ở nhà và đảm bảo học sinh
luôn được an toàn mỗi ngày. 

As you know, CTK is governed by Melbourne Archdiocese Catholic
Schools (MACS). MACS have recently updated the Attendance policy. 

When is the roll taken? 
Every day at school, we take an official record of who is present. Teachers mark the roll 
twice a day: once in the morning and once in the afternoon. This ensures we know where
every student is and that everyone is safe. 

If your child is not at school by 9:30 am and we haven’t heard from you, an SMS will come to
your phone. This is a safety check to make sure your child is safe with you. You need to
respond by phone or in Compass to let us know that your child is safe. 
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We don't wait for a child to makea mistake to tell
them the expectation. We teachthe matrix like we
teach Maths or English.

3. Connection (School to Home) 
The matrix helps us give your child positive feedback. When a teacher says, "I noticed you were being 
very Responsible by tidying up your desk," they are using the language of the matrix to build your child's
confidence. 

At CTK, our commitment to fostering a safe, respectful, and responsible learning environment for all
students means that we are resetting and reinforcing our expectations for Positive Behaviour for Learning
(PBL). In the first few weeks of term, teachers have been working closely with students to revisit our
school’s core values and behaviour expectations. Through classroom discussions, roleplaying activities,
and visual reminders, students gain a clear understanding of what it means to be respectful, responsible,
and safe in all areas of the school. This also includes revisiting our PBL matrix for those requiring explicit
reteaching of specific behaviours. 
 
How the Behaviour Expectation Matrix Works 
(The "3 Cs")

 
Whether your child is in the library, at the toilets, or waiting for the bus, the expectations remain the same.
This creates a safe, predictableenvironment where children don't have to guess what the teachers expect.

Tại CTK, chúng tôi cam kết xây dựng một môi trường học tập an toàn, tôn trọng và có trách nhiệm cho tất
cả học sinh. Vì vậy, nhà trường đang củng cố và nhắc lại các kỳ vọng về Chương trình Hành Vi Tích Cực
Trong Học Tập (PBL). Trong những tuần đầu của học kỳ, giáo viên đã làm việc chặt chẽ với học sinh để 
ôn lại các giá trị cốt lõi và những kỳ vọng về hành vi của nhà trường. Thông qua các cuộc thảo luận trong

lớp, hoạt động đóng vai và hình ảnh minh họa, học sinh sẽ hiểu rõ hơn về ý nghĩa của việc cư xử tôn 
trọng, có trách nhiệm và an toàn trong mọi khu vực của trường. Điều này cũng bao gồm việc ôn lại bảng 

kỳ vọng PBL dành cho những học sinh cần được hướng dẫn lại cụ thể về hành vi.
